FARM PLAY


Design and create your own farm set


What animals live on a farm


Can you match baby animals to their mothers


What types of farming can you discover – are they all the same


Sing Old McDonald had a farm – what noises do the animals make


What food do the animals eat – where do they live (field, barn, stable, etc.





TRACTORS


Set up your own tractors, trailers and other farm machinery in your garden


What work do tractors do on a farm


How have tractors changed across the years


Who invented the tractor


What other types of farm machinery can you discover and what special job does it perform on the farm


Create tyre collage prints by rolling them in paint and pushing them along paper


Draw an label the different parts of a tractor, how does it move


Watch a video to see how they are used to plough fields








BEANS


Put a bean into a clear plastic bag with a strip of damp cotton wool.  Hang it up and observe it over a number of weeks.  


Create a bean diary – record the changes you see weekly (you might want to add drawings and label them or create a phot display


Draw and label the parts of a bean plant


Pull up some weeds in your garden – what do you notice – what helps it to grow


Read ‘Kippers Bean Stalk’ why doesn’t Kippers bean Grow?





FOOD


Explore fruit, vegetables, meat and bread and identify where it comes from


Create your favourite meal paper plate – what food groups does it contain


Try a blindfolded taste challenge – can you guess the fruit or vegetables – how it feels, tastes, smell – use your senses!


What do we need to eat to be healthy? How many portions of fruit and vegetables should we eat daily








COWS


Create a cows display using artwork and pictures


Read story books and non-fiction books to find out information for your display


Use toy cows to identify what products come from them such as leather products and pictures and pictures of beef or milk products,  


Use a computer to safely search information about cows and farming.


Watch you tube video of cows being milked and compare milking from years ago and now – how has it changed


Draw and label the different parts of a cow
