Research Mexican festivals – the Day of the Dead is particularly fascinating! Design an information poster with pictures all about the Day of the Dead.


Design your own Day of the Dead skull – for an extra challenge, can you make it 3D?


Have a go at making some Mexican food – e.g. guacamole, tacos, nachos or fajitas (feel free to drop some in to school for us to try!)


Research Ancient Mayan deities and create an information poster. 


Find out all about the landscape of Mexico, sketch it and create a factfile.


Learn La Cucaracha – can you make your own homemade instruments and perform the song to your family? Ideas for an instrument include: simple drums, guitars, shakers – from everyday household objects, like plastic bottles, elastic bands, and rice.


Design and build a Maya temple using junk materials, such as cardboard boxes, newspaper and card.
