· Study change through the lives of significant individuals to the time.
	· Identify and give reasons for different ways in which the past is represented 
· Distinguish between different sources and evaluate their usefulness. 
· Look at representations of the period – museum, cartoons etc
	· Use a range of sources to find out about a period. 
· Observe small details – artefacts, pictures. 
· Select and record information relevant to the study. 
· Begin to use the library, e-learning for research ask and answer questions.

· Compare life in early and later times studied. 
· Compare an aspect of life with the same aspect in another period. Study an ancient civilization in detail
	· Compare accounts of events from different sources. Fact or fiction. 
· Offer some reasons for different versions of events.
	· Begin to identify primary and secondary sources. 
· Use evidence to build up a picture of life in time studied. 
· Select relevant sections of information.
· Confident use of library, e-learning, research.
	· Communicate and display findings in a variety of ways – including presentation and debate.
· Work independently and in groups to present historical information.
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	· Place current study on a timeline in relation to other studies. 
· Use relevant dates and terms. 
· Sequence up to 10 events on a timeline. 
· Make comparisons between different times in history, noting connections/contrasts and trends over time.
	· Find out about beliefs, behaviour and characteristics of people, recognizing that not everyone shares the same views.

· Write an explanation of a past event in terms of cause and effect, using evidence to support their explanation. 
· To know key dates, characters and events of the time studied. 
· Compare and contrast ancient civilisations.
	· Link sources and work out how conclusions were arrived at. 
· Consider ways of checking the accuracy of interpretations – fact/fiction or opinion? 
· Understand that different versions of the past may exist and reasons for this
	· Recognise primary and secondary resources.
·  Use a range of sources to find out about an aspect of the past. 
· Construct and devise historically valid questions. 
· Gather knowledge from several sources together in a fluent account
